Mr. Hugh Gozzard is a Principal in the Enterprise Risk Services practice of Deloitte Hong Kong with over 

twenty-three years of professional experience. He provides corporate governance, risk management and 

internal controls-related services to global and local clients throughout the Asia Pacific region. He is also 

responsible for conducting benchmarking research studies on corporate governance-related subjects. 

Hugh is a regular speaker at seminars on corporate governance and risk management topics, including for 

events organized by the Conference Board, the World Congress of Accountants, the Committee of 

Sponsoring Organizations of the Treadway Commission (COSO) and a number of Hong Kong professional 

bodies. Hugh is an associate member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants in England & Wales and a 

member of the US Institute of Internal Auditors. 

 

Dr. Glenn Frommer is the Head of Sustainability Development for the Mass Transit Railway Corporation 

where he has worked since 1992.
